Sixth arrested in fentanyl drug ring

A sixth suspect has been
arrested in connection with a
drug ring conspiring to bring
fentanyl into Neshoba Coun-

ty.

Kent Tidwell, 67, 89 Forest
Barnes Road, Petal, was
arrested and charged with
conspiracy to commit a crime
related to the fentanyl traf-
ficking, according to Neshoba
County Sheriff Eric Clark.

Neshoba County Detention

Center records show he was
also wanted on warrants for
contempt of court and failure
to appear.

Tidwell was arrested in a
traffic stop by Nehsoba Coun-
ty Sherift’s Deputies on High-
way 16 East at the city limits

on Saturday, Feb. 3, at about
10 a.m.

Clark said the authorities
spotted Tidwell on a Flock
traffic surveillance camera
that alerted shortly before
pulling him over.

Clark said Tidwell was

bringing fentanyl solution in
from Petal and either trading
it for other controlled sub-
stances or selling it locally
through a group in the North
Bend community based out of
a residence at 10121 Road
2826.

Sherift’s deputies previ-
ously made five arrests con-
nected to that address on
Thursday. Those arrests
include:

Supes improving Coliseum

Improvements to the Nesho-
ba County Coliseum that will
help with disaster response, as
well as routine operational
issues, continue.

The Board of Supervisors on
Monday approved two pay-
ments totaling $372,708 to J &
J Contractors as part of the
work.

“This project will accom-
plish several things to aid in
preparation for future emer-
gency and disaster events as
well as routine operational
issues,” said County Adminis-
trator Jeff Mayo.

A new storage area on the
south side will allow conven-
ient access to coliseum equip-
ment without the need to navi-
gate around the building. Addi-
tionally, it will provide covered
loading and unloading during
inclement weather when the
floor is down, and vehicle
access is restricted.

The HVAC enhancements
involve replacing package
units, converting heating to LP
gas for efficiency, and replacing
an obsolete split system on the
coliseum's back side.

Also, the addition of four
showers on the back side of the
building will enhance emer-
gency shelter capability and

event functionality. In conjunc-
tion with the showers, Supervi-
sors are exploring the possibili-
ty of adding a commercial
washer and dryer that would
provide amenities for shelter
but will need a significant water
heater.

According to officials, code
requirements mandate a sprin-
kler system for the storage addi-
tion, and a dry system will be
used to prevent freezing, but
limited water supply to the
building poses a challenge to
comply with the six-inch sup-
ply capacity called for.

An outdated fire alarm panel
still functions but according to
the original installer does not
have parts available for repair,
so expansion to include the new
sprinkler system is not possible
officials say.

“We have explored upgrad-
ing the fire alarm panel system
previously, but that cost is antic-
ipated to be $20,000 or more,”
Mayo said.

The project began in late
October and has a one-year
contract period. However, offi-
cials say they expect earlier
completion contingent on
weather conditions, as the con-
tractor is making great
progress.

On Thursday, Feb. 1,
Neshoba County Sherift’s
Office deputies received a tip
of drug activity at 10121 Road
2826 in the North Bend com-
munity.

Deputies began surveil-
lance on the residence and
eventually made a traffic stop
on a silver Chevy Camaro
soon after it left the residence.
The traffic stop revealed an
active warrant on one of the
passengers.

The rear-seat passenger,
Hannah Eubanks, was arrested
for an active warrant from the
city of Philadelphia.

A deputy observed a pink
purse where she was sitting
and was given consent to
search the purse. The search
revealed a clear crystal sub-
stance believed to be metham-

phetamine, the authorities
said.
At about 5:30 p.m.,

deputies stopped a white Toy-
ota SUV as it attempted to
visit the residence.

The driver, Carla White,
was questioned and she
revealed that she possessed a
vial of liquid fentanyl.

The plan was to trade the
liquid fentanyl for metham-
phetamine, law enforcement
officials said.

A search warrant was
obtained through Neshoba
County Justice Court and exe-
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cuted leading to three arrests.

Beverly Ann “Sissy” Cum-
berland, Richard Chad Cum-
berland, and Monica Edwards
were arrested and charged
with trafficking drugs, accord-
ing to Clark.

“There has been a lot of
traffic in and out of that resi-
dence,” Clark said. “Hopeful-
ly this will give the people in
the North Bend community a
sense of normalcy.”

Clark said his office is
working with the Federal
Bureau of Investigation in an
ongoing investigation. He said
they are currently processing
data from eight cell phones
seized during the arrests and
expect further arrests and
charges to follow.

Neshoba County Sheriff’s
narcotics investigators serve
on the state Attorney General’s
Fentanyl Strike Task Force,
Clark said.

This is the second fentanyl
arrest in just a few weeks
involving at least one of the
residents, Clark said.

On Jan. 27, Beverly Cum-
berland was arrested for pos-
session of fentanyl and was
out on felony bond for that
arrest.

“Tips to law enforcement
work,” Clark said.

‘Get Trump’ effort fizzles

The extraordinary efforts to jail and
bankrupt former President Donald Trump
aren’t having the expected impact. An
NBC News poll released over the week-
end shows President Biden’s popularity
sliding. In a fair fight, Mr. Biden is clob-
bered by his likely rival with only the
prospect of imprisoning Mr. Trump offer-
ing hope to the Big Guy’s chances, and
barely so.

Against this political backdrop, the
Manbhattan jury’s recent $83 million ver-
dict against Mr. Trump makes more sense.
E. Jean Carroll set the stage in 2019 when
she wrote a book asserting publicly for the
first time that Mr. Trump raped her in a
Bergdorf Goodman dressing room in the
1990s. Mr. Trump has denied the claim.

It’s a classic he-said, she-said. At trial,
Ms. Carroll had only her word to back the
accusation — no security camera footage,
no physical evidence and no witnesses.
Jurors weighed the facts under the loose
legal standard of whether the allegation
was more likely true than not to conclude
there was no rape. Even so, they awarded
Ms. Carroll $2 million in case some kind
of sexual misconduct potentially hap-
pened.

Mr. Trump has maintained his inno-
cence, saying the charges were part of a
“hoax” meant to sell her book. For this, he
was hauled back in to court for a trial
weighing whether these denials constituted
defamation.

It would seem fair to deny a rape
charge with a jury verdict in hand saying
there was no rape, but such is not the case
when you’re up against the Democratic
machine. New York passed the Adult Sur-
vivors Act to override the statute of limita-
tions so that lawsuits like the one against
Mr. Trump could be filed.

U.S. District Judge Lewis A. Kaplan
had to stand language on its head to
achieve his preferred outcome. He wrote,
“The finding that Ms. Carroll failed to
prove that she was ‘raped’ within the
meaning of the New York Penal Law does
not mean that she failed to prove that Mr.
Trump ‘raped’ her as many people com-
monly understand the word ‘rape.’”

The judge’s ruling recalls then-Presi-
dent Bill Clinton’s famous equivocation,
“It depends on what the meaning of the
word ‘is’ is.” Appropriately enough, Judge
Kaplan owes his present job to Mr. Clin-
ton.

So it comes as no surprise that billion-
aire Reid Hoffman is bankrolling Ms. Car-
roll’s case. This is the left-wing activist
who spent over $600,000 assisting Fusion
GPS, the Democratic law firm that fabri-
cated the Steele dossier, which in turn
invented a lurid tale about Mr. Trump
cavorting with ladies of the evening in a
Russian hotel room.

The dossier spread these lies as if they
were true, but the best efforts of thorough-
ly anti-Trump FBI agents couldn’t find a
single true sentence in the dossier. At this
point, there’s no way of knowing decades
after the fact whether Ms. Carroll is telling
the truth, but her willing collaboration
with a dishonest political machine under-
mines her complaint.

Supreme Court Justice Brett Kavanaugh
faced similar evidence-free accusations
against his character in his confirmation
hearing, and one of his accusers eventually
confessed that she lied in the hopes of
stopping the right-of-center judge from
taking a spot on the high court.

The machine’s efforts failed then. Let’s
hope they fail again.

The annual event has been
moved from a downtown
hotel after allegations were
made that some attendees
were selling their tickets to
people who wanted to lobby
Members of Congress. The
event is now restricted to
members and some staff.

Near the end of his
remarks, Biden mentioned
Psalm 22, which was a
prophetic Psalm written by
King David. It foretells the
crucifixion of Jesus Christ 1,
000 years in the future. One of
its verses is quoted by Jesus
on the cross: “My God, my
God, why have you forsaken
me?”

Biden didn’t just misquote
it, he rewrote it: “In my
church we’ve turned (it) into a
hymn — He will raise you up
on Eagles wings...” He also
blended in a line from the Irish
Blessing.

Other statements contradict
Biden’s behavior, including
his call for us to “...see our-
selves as fellow human
beings, each made in the
image of God.” Apparently,
that only applies after one is
born as Biden has flipped
from pro-life to pro-abortion
(as Donald Trump has flipped
in the opposite direction, both

other than political pragma-
tism).

Biden added: “There is
nothing beyond our capacity if
we act together.” To Democ-
rats that mostly means Repub-
licans giving in to them. Con-
sider the latest tax bill in the
House where Republicans
have caved on several pro-
grams favored by Democrats,
including expansion of the
child tax credit, resulting in
further bloating of the welfare
state.

“ Eye has not seen, nor ear
heard, nor have entered into
the heart of man the things
which God has prepared for
those who love Him.” Big dif-
ference.

Biden concluded what one
critic called his “platitudinous
and hypocritical” remarks by
making an appeal for Con-
gress to “work together.”

TikTok 1s a danger to U.S. children

Mark Zuckerberg is very
SorTy.

His apology at a Senate
hearing to the families of vic-
tims of online child sex abuse
was dramatic, and the human
thing to do in the moment,
although he was pressured
into it under persistent ques-
tioning from Sen. Josh Haw-
ley, a Republican from Mis-
souri.

Zuckerberg’s contrition —
whether real, fake or some-
where in between — doesn’t
really matter one way or the
other, though. The key ques-
tion is why we are subjecting
our children to a vast, real-
time experiment in exposure
to a radically new medium
that evidence suggests is
harmful to their emotional and
mental health.

This dubious venture is
unquestionably a boon to the
bottom line of Meta and its
peer companies, but it’s doubt-
ful that any parent in America
has ever thought it was good
for their kid. “Gosh, how can I
get my tween to spend more
time on Instagram?” is, need-
less to say, a thought most par-
ents don’t have.

Social scientist Jonathan
Haidt has been on this case for
some time now and points out
a marked increase in teen
depression and anxiety that
coincides with the rise of
social media, particularly
among girls. It is, to be sure,
difficult to nail down with
absolute certainty a direct rela-
tionship between social media
and these distressing out-
comes, but many studies find a
connection, and the lived
experiences of families is,
overwhelmingly, that the
takeover of adolescence by
social media hasn’t been a

healthy phenomenon.

At the very least, social
media is addictive and repre-
sents an opportunity cost com-
pared to time that could be
spent talking with friends,
going outside or even reading
a book.

Congress should press the
brakes on the revolution that
has given Mark Zuckerberg
and other tech titans an out-
sized role in raising our kids
and require that users of social
media be age 18 or older.
Surely, it’s not too much to ask
that Zuckerberg and Co. make
their fortunes exclusively off
adults.

Congress has already
imposed an age limit, just in
the wrong place. The Chil-
dren’s Online Privacy Protec-
tion Act prevents the compa-
nies from collecting personal
information from children
under age 13, effectively pro-
hibiting them from social
media. But 13 draws the line
much too young.

Regardless, the companies
have been happy to make a
mockery of the rule. About
40% of kids age 8-12 use
social media, while usage by
teens age 13-18 is nearly ubig-
uitous.

For social-media compa-
nies, these kids are just anoth-
er market. According to a Wall
Street Journal report a couple
of years ago, “Inside the com-
pany, teams of employees
have for years been laying

plans to attract preteens that
go beyond what is publicly
known, spurred by fear that
Facebook could lose a new
generation of users critical to
its future.”

Let’s say the research and
everyone’s intuition is wrong,
and social media isn’t driving
worse outcomes for kids.

What’s the harm in staying
off social media until they’re
older? That kids will miss out
on the latest absurd and per-
haps dangerous TikTok trend?
That they won’t get to envy
people posting photos on
Instagram to make themselves
look more interesting and
beautiful than they really are?
That they will talk to their
families and friends more and
engage in more activities in
the real world?

As Yuval Levin of the
American Enterprise Institute
points out, there are ways to
put teeth in a more stringent
age restriction, create a reli-
able mechanism for age verifi-
cation, and give those parents
who desperately want their
young kids on social media a
way to opt in. Once every teen
isn’t on social media, it
becomes easier to stop teens
from using social media.

Perhaps, over time, it will
become clear that the teen
mental health crisis wasn’t
driven by social media and —
more improbably — being on
TikTok is good for 15-year-
olds. If so, we can go back and
repeal the age-18 restriction
— and apologize, if we must,
to Mark Zuckerberg.

Getting the Message/Rev. Chris Shelton

Bringing good out of evil

It is the wisdom of God to bring good
out of evil. The ultimate example of that
is the Son of God being put to death by
men, but God accomplishing the salva-
tion of sinners through it. In the life of a
believer the Lord also brings good out of
bad. In Psalm 4, we see the Lord turning
the distress of David into spiritual bene-

fits for David.

In verse 1, David calls on the Lord.
He remembers a time in the past when
God gave him relief in distress. The
word for distressed means in a tight
place or weighed down, the feeling that
everything is closing in on you. We
don’t know the cause of David’s distress,

but it was severe.

David knows the Lord has always
helped him; “O God of my righteous-
David is bringing up the relation-
ship he has with the Lord. The Lord
leads him in “paths of righteousness”
(Psalm 23). David knows God is the
source of his righteousness, the main-
tainer of his righteousness, and the judge
of his righteousness. He is in a covenant
relationship with the God of righteous-

ness.”

ness. So, he appeals to it.

Distress is turned into a benefit when
it drives us to call on the Lord to draw
near to us. David asks the Lord to be
gracious or merciful to him. In the rest
of the Psalm, David looks at everything
from the perspective of God’s glory and
how blessed it is to know God. This
doesn’t mean the cause of his distress
was taken away, but it does show us that
if the Lord gives us views of his glory
and favor, we will know we are blessed,
whatever the present situation. The Lord
responded favorably to David’s prayer.

You can ask yourself if you pray this
way. Do you pray that the Lord would
make himself your portion; that if you
have him, it is enough? In distress, do
you say to the Lord, “Lord, I am one of
your people, be gracious to me.” We are
to know this: If the Lord pours out his
blessing on us, we can endure all things
in this world. So, call on the Lord this

way.

In verse 2-3, we see David looking at
his situation and the world from God’s

into shame? How long will you love
vain words and seek after lies.”

The apostle Paul speaks of this in
Romans 1. The nations have exchanged
the glory the immortal God for idols and
shameful passions. The Jews boasting of
their own righteousness denied the glory
of God’s perfect righteousness. All men

fall short of the glory of God.

God made all things for his glory and
men have no regard for it. Rather, they
seek after lies. In other words, they are
under a delusion. As William Plumer
says, “Sinners are always practicing
deception on themselves. They are false
to all their own best interests. All they

do is against them.” Men write books

laud and praise for it.

But God will not be mocked. The
Bible says, “The glory of man is like the

The godly know that salvation is of
the Lord. They don’t leave the vanity of
the world to boast that they made them-
selves different from other men. No, the
godly know that the Lord made them to
differ, called them by his grace. That
they are now blessed instead cursed is
all to the praise of God.

David’s consolation in distress comes
from seeing the difference in the
blessedness of knowing God. The unbe-
liever may have many comforts and yet
still is cursed. On the other hand, the
believer may be under a cross, yet he is
blessed. The very day you become
godly, you become blessed. When you

are in distress, follow David. Ask the

prayer.
