Child dies while playing with gun

A four-year-old child in the
Bogue Chitto Community
playing with a gun has died.

The Mississippi Band of
Choctaw Indians released a

statement confirming the inci-
dent on Sunday and said the
Federal Bureau of Investiga-
tion is assisting with the
investigation.

The child received the fatal
gunshot wound at home and
was pronounced dead at

Neshoba General after being
driven there by a private vehi-
cle, the authorities said.

The statement released on
Monday by Misty Brescia,
director of the Office of Pub-
lic Information for the Missis-
sippi Band of Choctaw Indi-

ans, said: “Yesterday our
Choctaw community experi-
enced the very unfortunate
loss of life of a young child.
We extend our prayers and
heartfelt condolences to the
family during this difficult
time.

“Choctaw Police & the
FBI are investigating this
incident. As this is an active
investigation, we are unable
to provide any details.”

Neshoba County Sheriff
Eric Clark said he believed
the child was four years old.

He said his office learned
before turning the investiga-
tion over to Choctaw Police
that the gunshot wound was
likely a self-inflicted accident
after the child found a hand-

ballroom’s popularity as a wedding
venue, with five weddings already
booked for the year. The addition of an
outdoor patio, costing $150,000 and
officially completed about two months
ago, has further heightened the appeal
for weddings as well.

The club recently has paid tribute to
deceased members with dedicated fea-
tures on the patio like a fountain in
memory of Stan Webb and two fire pits
in memory of Billy Gene and Helen
Tolbert, all avid golf enthusiasts and
longtime club members.

The club has seen a notable increase
in membership, with about 60 new
members in the past year and a half,
bringing the total active membership to
about 240.

Membership, priced at $130 per
month, includes various amenities, with
additional options for cart storage.

“For a small town, this is pretty awe-
some for what we’ve got. The course is
a hidden jewel for East Mississippi,”
Tinsley said.

The golf course, boasting two fresh-
water lakes pumped by two wells, also
offers more than just golfing opportuni-
ties.

Aldermen
OK Sunday
marijuana

Aldermen have voted to
amend the medical marijuana
ordinance to allow for Sunday
sales.

Aldermen  approved the
change requested by the owner of
Dabbs Cannabis Dispensary to
extend sales to Sundays in a 3-2
vote during last week’s regular
meeting.

Tony Wallace and Bobby Brit-
ton of Mendenhall own Dabbs
Cannabis Dispensary, located at
1024 W Beacon St. across from
Popeyes. They already own other
dispensaries in Scott, Rankin, and
Simpson  counties, making
Philadelphia their fifth.

Aldermen will formally vote
on the new ordinance on Feb. 20
and if approved the change will
take effect in about 30 days.

Ward 1 Alderman Justin Clear-
man, Ward 3 Alderman James
Tatum, and Ward 4 Alderman
Shaun Seals voted for the change,
while Ward 2 Alderman Jim Ful-
ton and Alderman-at-Large James
Waltman opposed selling pot on
Sundays.

Under the current ordinance
approved in April 2023, business-
es like Dabbs can operate Mon-
day through Saturday from 9 a.m.
to 7 p.m.

Two juveniles, both 17,
were arrested and have been
charged in connection with a
pair of burglaries in December.

Expanding school choice

School choice is winning from coast to
coast. Last year, six states created pro-
grams offering every student a shot at the
high-quality education once exclusive to
the privileged. Even more are moving in
this direction in 2024,

There are alternatives to the traditional
public school system in most of the coun-
try, and this is driving renewed interest.
The nonprofit National School Choice
Awareness Foundation released a survey
last month suggesting that nearly 2 in 3
parents are exploring options other than
their assigned district public school. Some
43% of those surveyed have already gone
in a nontraditional direction, such as a
charter school, private school, magnet
school or homeschooling for at least one
child.

Sensing the popularity of school choice,
the Missouri House of Representatives last
month approved open enrollment legisla-
tion granting parents the option of sending
their children to any public school in the
state, regardless of where they live, liberat-
ing those who might be trapped in a failing
or dangerous environment. The state Sen-
ate has also advanced a bill to expand the
current school choice scholarship program.

In other states, lawmakers are taking
defensive positions to resist the assault of
teachers unions desperate to retain their
iron grip over the K-12 classroom. Nebras-
ka enacted the Opportunity Scholarship
Act last year to provide millions in public
funds to help low-income families afford
private schools. Lawmakers there began
working this week on a proposal to side-
step a union-backed scheme to pull the
plug on the program before it has a chance
to help anyone.

Defenders of the status quo casually
toss around terms like “racist” to describe

any who dare challenge their schoolhouse
monopoly. The facts say otherwise. The
Current Project, a nonprofit dedicated to
creating upward mobility for Black single
mothers, released a survey Monday sug-
gesting these moms are tired of the “one
size fits all” system. Some 86% respond-
ing to the nationwide poll said they’re
more likely to vote for political candidates
who embrace school choice.

The new way of thinking about educa-
tion isn’t limited to K-12 schools. High
school students who intend to go to col-
lege are no longer stuck with the standard-
ized ACT or SAT admissions test, which
have become increasingly politicized to fit
in with the latest progressive fads.

Florida’s state university system last
year began accepting the Classic Learning
Test as an alternative, and the number of
students ditching the testing duopoly for
CLT has grown tenfold. Instead of reflect-
ing the fleeting ideologies of the present,
the exam draws from the timeless texts of
civilization’s greatest minds to challenge
students.

A similar appreciation for the timeless
can be found at the University of Austin, a
new private college offering a classically
minded curriculum in a forum that, unlike
most educational institutions, rejects
today’s cancel culture in favor of critical
thinking.

It’s a sign of the times that turning to
the best minds of past generations for
guidance has become a revolutionary idea.
But the school choice revolution is exactly
what’s needed to escape the groupthink
that has imprisoned so many young minds.
And freeing those minds is the key to the
long-term health of our republic.

The unmaking of a president

Beginning with the election
of John F. Kennedy in 1960
and through the re-election of
Richard Nixon in 1972, politi-
cal journalist and biographer
Theodore H. White wrote
books called “The Making of a
President.” Were he alive today
he might title one about Joe
Biden “The Unmaking of a
President.”

The deplorable state of the
president is obvious to all but
those who are desperately hop-
ing they can drag him across
the finish line in November.

The administration appears
desperate, if not devastated,
following the release of a
report by Special Counsel
Robert Hur that included Hur’s
observation that Biden could
not be indicted for “willfully”
keeping and sharing classified
papers because he is an “elder-
ly man with a poor memory.”

At a hastily called news
conference that seemed to
underscore rather than refute
Hur’s observations, Biden
called the president of Egypt
the president of Mexico. He
also kept fumbling at what
appeared to be pages in a note-
book. These pages usually con-
tain anticipated answers to
reporters’ questions. He never
got to the right pages.

As if this wasn’t enough
self-inflicted damage, the
administration rolled out the
equally inarticulate vice presi-
dent to defend Biden. Kamala
Harris, whose remarks have
been called “word salads” by
critics, tried to convince us that
what we are seeing and hearing
is not the Biden she knows. In
this, she followed the example
of Homeland Security Secre-
tary Alejandro Mayorkas, who
has repeatedly claimed the
southern border is “secure.”
They want us to believe them
instead of what our “lying

eyes” are telling us.

The major media, until
recently enablers of the presi-
dent, are starting to show
cracks in their alliance. Writing
in the largely pro-Biden New
York Times, columnist Bret
Stephens emphatically states,
“Democrats can no longer stay
silent about Biden.”

The equally fawning Wash-
ington Post:“‘Hair on fire’:
Democratic worries grow over
claims about Biden’s memory
lapses.”

Politico  reported  on
remarks by longtime Demo-
cratic Party strategist Paul
Begala: “ I’m a Biden support-
er. And I slept like a baby last
night. I woke up every two
hours and wet the bed. (The
Hur report) is terrible for
Democrats. And anybody with
a functioning brain knows
that.” Speaking of the presi-
dent’s press conference,
Begala said, “I think Biden
made it worse, no question
about it.”

Ian Sams, the spokesman
for the White House Counsel’s
office, called passages in the
Hur report about Biden’s men-
tal state “gratuitous” and
“inappropriate.” Except they
weren’t. After spending five
hours in two interviews with
the president, Hur’s statements
are at the heart of why he
thinks a D.C. jury would be
sympathetic to Biden and
never convict him. It reminds
me of then- FBI Director
James Comey’s rationale for

not recommending Hillary
Clinton be indicted for mishan-
dling classified documents: “
Although we did not find clear
evidence that Secretary Clin-
ton or her colleagues intended
to violate laws governing the
handling of classified informa-
tion, there is evidence that they
were extremely careless in
their handling of very sensi-
tive, highly classified informa-
tion.”

The next time you're
stopped for speeding, try
telling the officer you didn’t
intend to go 75 in a 30-mile-
per-hour zone.

No such absolution is grant-
ed to Donald Trump, because
as Hur claimed, Trump’s case
is different. That is unlikely to
go down well with Trump sup-
porters. No wonder so many
believe there are two-tiers in
our justice system.

Reporters are starting to
interview doctors to get them
to speculate about Biden’s
mental state. While acknowl-
edging they have not examined
the president, some say he
should be given a cognitive
test. If he does take a test, the
full results should be released.
If he doesn’t, the media should
keep asking why not?

Questions are being raised
whether the president is fit for
a second term. I’'m wondering
if he can make it to the end of
this term and whether Ameri-
ca’s enemies may see an
opportunity to do things they
would probably not do if a
fully functioning president
were in charge.

Biden should surrender at the border

Perhaps the most head-
spinning statement of the
Biden years came about a
week ago when President Joe
Biden endorsed an impending
Senate immigration deal so he
could “shut down” the border.

Then, all of a sudden, when
the calendar flipped from
2023 to the election year of
2024, Biden sounded like a
Donald Trump-style border
hawk.

The Senate deal represents
Biden’s best chance to try to
escape the border morass of
his own creation. The latest
NBC News poll highlights the
president’s dilemma — he
trails Trump by 35 points on
who would do a better job
securing the border.

The way out for Biden isn’t
passing the bill and immedi-
ately shutting down the bor-
der. The fact of the matter is
that the deal is unlikely to pass
given fierce opposition in the
Republican-held House, and
the border shutdown isn’t
quite as advertised (it is trig-
gered only when there are ele-
vated levels of illegal immi-
gration and asylum-seekers
would continue to come
through ports of entry).

No, what Biden and the
Democrats are hoping is that
they can turn the politics of
immigration on its head by

Give Biden the border
shutdown authority
he wants. This, afier the
president had dismantled
all the Trump policies
that had secured
the border:

blaming Republicans for
rejecting a solution to the bor-
der out of sheer partisan
cussedness and loyalty to
Donald Trump, who vocifer-
ously opposes deal.

“We need help,” Biden said
after the bill was released.
“Why won’t they give me the
help?”

Senate Majority Leader
Chuck Schumer, a Democrat
from New York, asked: “Will
the senators drown out the
political noise from Trump
and his minions and do the
right thing for America? It’s a
crucial question. History is
looking down on every one of
us right now.”

It’s not obvious when
Democrats began to think that
cracking down on the border
is the way to be on “the right
side of history,” but clearly a
memo went out sometime
over the last month.

It’s not as though Biden has
been trying his utmost to con-
trol the border — using execu-
tive orders, creative interpreta-
tions of the laws and any other
tool at hand — and then in
frustration came to Congress
for new authorities because
he’s exhausted every one he
already has.

He’s ignored the pleas for
help from border states, disre-
garded the distress of big city
Democrat mayors, and looked
away from the damning
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images of long lines of illegal
immigrants from all over the
world walking into the coun-
try.

His position now is, effec-
tively, that Congress has to
stop him from continuing on
his current course lest things
truly get out of hand.

If this doesn’t make much
sense, at the very least he’s,
for now, divided the GOP on
an issue that had united them.

It’s unclear how much
Biden can get from this, given
that he’s president and the bor-
der failures have been on his
watch. Still, it behooves
Republican opponents of the
deal to try to limit any poten-
tial political damage. The
GOP House should counter by
offering a simple, easy-to-
understand bill to give Biden
the clear, immediate authority
to shut down the border with-
out any of the triggers or limits
of the Senate deal, or other
complex provisions.

The GOP’s posture should
be, “You, Mr. President, say
you want to be a border hawk.
Well, we think you already
have the ability to do much
more than you’re doing now,
but regardless, here’s a new,
unmistakable codification of
your ability, nay, responsibili-
ty, to exclude all illegal immi-
grants. Have at it.”

If Biden took that deal, it
would represent a complete
surrender. If he rejected it, as
is likely, it would once again
show his lack of seriousness
about border security.

“We are excited to have it,”
said Superintendent of Educa-
tion Josh Perkins.

Perkins said the funding
comes from the EquipMS
Grant program issued by
Accelerate Mississippi.

towards upgrades and updates
at our robotics engineering
lab,” Perkins said.

District officials hope to
have the money in place soon
so they can begin the project
in time to have the updates in
place for the next school year.
Perkins said the grant will
reimburse the school district
after they begin the project
and said they have about a
year to expend all the funds.

The grant issues approxi-

mately $1.4 million to career
and technical education
efforts at 25 high schools and
districts across the state. The
Neshoba County School Dis-
trict will receive $68,703 for
its engineering and robotics
program from the EquipMS
Grant program.

For comparison, in neigh-
boring Kemper County, The
John C. Stennis CTE was
awarded $35,336.71 for its
construction and carpentry
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Neshoba Schools receives $68K robotics grant

program and the Winston-
Louisville Career and Tech-
nology Center in Winston
County received $126,352 for
its industrial maintenance
program.

The EquipMS Grant pro-
gram was established through
House Bill 588 which was
signed by Gov. Tate Reeves
last April. The Mississippi K-
12 Workforce Development
Grant program aims to pro-
vide funding for Mississippi

public school districts to mod-
ernize, replace, or otherwise
enhance priority sector career
and technical high school pro-
grams.

“Successful career prepa-
ration doesn’t begin after a
student receives a high school
diploma,” said Courtney Tay-
lor, AccelerateMS Deputy
Director for Strategy and Pro-
grams. “Our state’s leadership

A Walnut Grove man has
been arrested and charged in
connection with the theft of
materials and equipment from
area chicken farms.

The man, Jerry Lee Higgins,
47, 300 Bob Drive Road, Wal-
nut Grove, was arrested and
charged with three counts of
grand larceny, according to
Neshoba County Sheriff Eric
Clark.

Clark said Higgins was
handed over to Leake County
officials on Feb. 10 for similar
charges. Clark said his office

Sheriff’s deputies were
first alerted to Rickman’s
presence in Nehoba County
when the stolen vehicle he
was driving appeared on a
license plate reader camera on
Highway 16 leaving town at
about 4:19 p.m. on Thursday,
Feb. 8.

Clark said the vehicle was
tracked to the Golden Moon’s
east parking lot where

deputies secured the vehicle
and notified casino security.

With the help of security,
NCSO deputies were able to
locate Rickman in the Golden
Moon and arrest him.

During the arrest deputies
found drugs on Rickman and
Clark said he gave fake infor-
mation to the arresting offi-
cers.

Higgins has been charged in
connection with the theft of 300
sheets of tin used to cover
chicken houses worth an esti-
mated $19,000 taken from a
farm on Road 266 in the Beat-
line community. This theft is
believed to have occurred in
January and was reported on
Feb. 3.

Higgins is also suspected in
several other incidents includ-
ing a theft on Road 1129 in the
Laurel Hill community in
November in which $9,000 of

materials and equipment were
reported stolen.

Another is said to have
occurred on Road 2446 off of
Highway 19 South in the Beth-
saida community in December
where $22,000 in materials and
equipment were reported
stolen.

In Revelation 1:1, we are told that the
book of Revelation is “the revelation of
Jesus Christ.” God gave him this revela-
tion, so the first thing we learn is that the
source of the book is God and that it is
primarily about Christ.

The book is about Christ because he
is the Mediator God appointed between
God and man. In Revelation, Christ has
conquered sin, death, and the devil. As
the conqueror, He has been exalted to
the throne of God and executes the plans
and purposes of God symbolized by the
sealed scroll in God’s hand (Revelation

5)

triumph through us.”

However cryptic or confusing some
of the vision and symbols are in the
book of Revelation, it is a revelation we
have great need of. The book sheds light
and clarity on truths in the Bible and the
gospel. The book depicts two humani-
ties; one confesses the blood of the
Lamb (Christ’s death), even to the point
of dying for his name; the other humani-
ty is under the power of sin, death, and

the devil.

We are shown two destinies; one is
the certain judgment of God, the other a
new heaven and earth of righteousness
prepared for Christ’s people. We under-
stand more clearly why Jesus said such
things as, “Blessed are they who are per-
secuted for my name’s sake, for theirs is
the kingdom of heaven.” And “they who
lose their life for my name will save it.”
Revelation points us to eternity.

The prophets anticipating the gospel
also become clearer to us. If you read
through the book of Revelation and then

Though the Lord Jesus Christ has
conquered and been exalted, there is still
great opposition from the world and the
devil toward his people. So, the book is
given to the saints to give them the
vision of Christ exalted above to assure
them that, as Martin Luther said,
“though this world with devils filled
should threaten to undo us, we will be
still because God has willed his truth to

found, call upon him while he is near.
Let the wicked man forsake his way, and
the unrighteous man his thoughts. Let
him return to the Lord and he will have
compassion upon him.”

In Revelation 1:3, John speaks of the
blessedness of those who hear and keep
the words of the book, “for the time is

near.” The next great event in redemp-

tive history is the return of Christ in
glory. Revelation not only prepares
Christ’s people for his coming, but it
also teaches them to look for it and long
for it. It is not only certain, but also a
blessed day for them.

Someone told me of a man who pre-
pared for disaster at the approach of
Y2K. The man quit his job, invested in
survival supplies, and made all kinds of
sacrificial preparations. If we believe in
the coming of a great event, we look to
it and prepare for it. The reason many do
not prepare for Christ is they don’t
believe it. It seems as farcical as some-
thing like Y2K.

But the word of Christ, the revelation
of Christ, is for his sheep. He says,
“Blessed are those servants whom the

master finds awake when he comes.” He

means spiritually awake, looking for and
longing for the day of Christ. The apos-
tle Paul says the same about Christ’s
coming: “We are children of the light, so
let us keep awake and sober, having the
hope of salvation” (1st Thessalonians 5).
If you aren’t prepared for Christ’s
coming, you aren’t prepared to leave this
world either. It is Christ you must make
sure of. His first and second coming are

connected, yet differ much.
